LB    COM 101 Fundamentals of Speaking (3YR) – recommend for approval with proviso that the following changes are made: modify course description to include more detailed description of course content and outcome language; expand outcome #2 to include some objectives; modify assessment tool and scoring method for outcomes #1 & #2.

. LB    CUL 230 Advanced Kitchen Operations: American Regional (CC) – recommend for approval with proviso that students can be assessed individually and minor changes to course description and outcome #3. Are students assessed individually, and if so, how? Is each outcome assessed separately?
. LB    ENG 107 Technical Writing I (3YR) – recommend for approval; modify standard of success to include total points on rubric.
. LB    ENG 170 Introduction to Literature: Short Story and Novel (3YR) – recommend for approval with proviso that minor wording changes are made, rubric is clarified and total number of points is specified; consider changing “academic-style writing” in outcome #2 to “an academic essay.” 
. LB    ENG 181 African-American Literature (3YR) – recommend for approval with proviso that more objectives are developed to support the outcomes, number of students to be assessed is modified, and minor changes made to outcome #1 and assessment tools. Suggest attaching rubric next time for added clarification.
. LB    MST 110 Motorcycle Service Technology I (3YR) – recommend for approval with proviso that outcome #2 is split into more than one outcome.

. LB    MTH 180 Precalculus (3YR) – recommend for approval. Good job randomly selecting from every section.
. LB    MTH 197 Linear Algebra (3YR) – recommend for approval; fix typo in course description.
. LB    PTA 195 Introduction to Disease (3YR) – recommend for approval; update scoring method for all outcomes.
. LB    SOC 202 Criminology (CC) – recommend for approval with proviso that last sentence in course description is corrected for grammar, and outcome #1 is modified to reflect historical foundation.
